Ride with Respect Pilot Program  

The Ride with Respect Pilot Program 
which has been developed by the Alberta 
Government working with the Alberta Off-
Highway Vehicle Association, Alberta Snow-
mobile Association, Alberta Trail-Net and 
the Alberta Safety Council. Its purpose is to 
provide school children with information 
about operating off-highway vehicles in a 
safe, respectful and environmentally friendly 
manner.  
 

The ultimate goal is to help reduce OHV in-
cidents through proactive education. The 
desire is to also teach students how to be 
respectful of other trail users and to be 
aware of how to ñtread lightlyò on the land 
which we ride. This program was offered to 
all grade levels. 
 
Safety education has always been a pillar of 

the AOHVA, we are dedicated to providing 

safe individual and family motorized recrea-

tional opportunities in an environmentally 

responsible manner. Therefore, we were 

pleased to have been able to test the ñ2011 

Ride with Respect Pilot Program ò by hav-

ing our instructors present the program in 

the schools, participating in the follow up 

workshop and look forward to managing the 

program in the future. 

Our instructors were kept very busy over the 
past school year, teachers were eager to 
have the Ride with Respect Pilot Program 
presented to their classes. Students and 
teachers alike thoroughly enjoyed the pres-
entations. So far for 2011, there were 213 
classrooms visited and an increase in the 
number of students that received the pres-
entations - 7215. Over and above the school 
visits there were three school/community 
safety days and the Edmonton Boat and 
Sportsmenôs Show, which the Instructors 
participated in where many more individuals 
were able to benefit from the safety informa-
tion.

The 

program is also recognized by the National 

Off-Highway Vehicle Conservation Council 

which works with all stakeholders to further 

a positive future for responsible OHV rec-

reation. 

AOHVA have also received confirmation 
that this course is approved by Lloydôs of 
London as an accredited course qualifying 
for safety discounts under the off road vehi-
cle program across Canada.  
 
We have upgraded 4 of our safety instruc-

tors and trained 3 more and now have 7  

instructors located throughout the province 

to ensure that anyone wanting to take the 

CASI ATV RiderCourse has the opportunity 

to do so.

Trail Rig Matting  
 
We have received 91 pieces from AB Trail-

Net, each piece weighs about 450lbs, and 

they can be loaded by using an ATV winch, 

being presently stored at the MS Camp. So 

far they have been used by Calgary ATV 

Riderôs and CNP Quad Squad. Anyone

The cost per student worked out to approxi-
mately $8.07, a great investment in the fu-
ture of safe OHV recreation. Funding for this 
important project was provided by Alberta 
Tourism, Parks and Recreation.

Children of the Plane Crash  
On January 19, 1946 a C-47 on its way from 
Comox, British Columbia to Greenwood, 
Nova Scotia got into some kind of trouble 
east of Cranbrook, clipped Mount Ptolemy 
and plummeted into the valley below. Five 
days later Crowsnest Pass Forest Rangers 
led a rescue crew of twelve men to the site 
and recovered the bodies of the seven men 
from the Royal Canadian Air Force who 
were aboard that fateful day.  
 
As so it has remained.  A tragic story and an 
amazing place to visit high in the meadows 
below the massive Flathead Range.  Re-
cently the whole picture of what this site is 
and its significance to us all was trans-
formed by a visit of family members of one 
of the crew members aboard that C-47 that 
day.  

This August 1st two adult children of William 
James Sealey, senior officer aboard that 
historic Dakota, visited the Crowsnest Pass 
with their family.   Now both in their sixties, 
son Gary and daughter Karen had planned 
to hike part way to the remains and then use 
a BMW 650 for the steepest parts, but found 
the mud swales left by summerôs snow melt 
too difficult to ascend.  Stranded in the val-
ley below, they worried that their pilgrimage 
to the historic site was ruined, until Quad 
Squad members Ken and Sharon Morton 
came to their rescue.  The Mortonôs kindly 
offered to ferry them to the site. 
 
For Karen (ñKellyò) Murphy it was a visit with 
much meaning.  ñI was only 9 months old, 
so I donôt remember my fatherò, she

Karenôs son Shane, a young commercial jet 

pilot who is following in his grandfatherôs 

footsteps, offered his opinion on what might 

have gone wrong that night.  ñAfter reporting 

safe passage by radio over Cranbrook, they 

ran into a raging snowstorm in Crowsnest 

and one of the engines may have iced up. 

With the plane heavily loaded and full of fuel 

for its next planned stop in Winnipeg they 

lost altitude and perhaps drifted a bit 

south.  They were so close to making it over 

the Flathead range, to safety.ò 

Son Gary Sealey said: ñMy father was a 
teen-ager in Vancouver, in the Great De-
pression of the 1930ôs.  He got good grades, 
loved sports and won the school prize for 
Best Boy.  He had a technical bent and took 
the óCookingô trades course.  In the cities 
there was hardly any work for youth.  His 
training led him to his first jobs, in kitchens 
of big logging crew-camps.  As Canada pre-
pared for war, he volunteered for the RCAF 
as a cook.  He was popular and hard-
working.  He helped open many Common-
wealth Air Training bases in Canadaôs 
West.  But his love was flying, and he took 
the courses and won his pilots badge in 
1943.ò 
 
When Sealey showed up at York Creek he 
had a small plaque with him that the family 
had intended to place somewhere at the 
site. Because of the significance of what 
they were contemplating they decided to let 
Quad Squad member Joe Lumley investi-
gate whether the plaqueôs placement was 
okay with government types.  Joe also 
talked to the family about placing 7 black 
iron crosses at the crash site to increase 
awareness of what had happened there in 
the hopes that future visitors will be respect-
ful of its importance.  Karen likened it to the 
white crosses on the highway in a way. 

The family liked the crosses idea and Joe 

proceeded to construct them and get the 

nod from SRD for both efforts. Turns out 

that MLA Cindy Ady, Minister for Tourism, 

Parks and Recreation was on holiday in the 

area and had planned to visit the site with 

her family. So Friday August 19
th
 everyone 

wound up at the site where the plaque and 

the crosses were reverently placed. 

The plaque was attached to the new infor-
mation sign and lists Flight Lieutenant Wil-
liam James Sealeyôs life markers until Mt. 
Ptolemy took him at the age of 26. There 
can be no doubt to anyone who now visits 
here that this is an important and historic 
site that Gary Sealey feels ñfuture genera-
tions and tourists and residents could learn 
from and cherishò. Gary wants to do further 
research on the rest of the crew who per-
ished with his father and feels it would make 
a wonderful ñschool speakersô resource kitò 
 
It is important to note that CNP Quad- 
Squadders were instrumental in having the 
site cleaned up and in bringing the Sealey 
family to the place where some closure 
could be achieved. Minister Ady got a good 
look at some of their trail and bridge work in 
the York Creek basin and no doubt this am-
bitious bunch bent the ministerôs ear about 
future funding to carry on this important 
work.

In spite of what happened to his father it is 
Garyôs  hope that ñall this leads to inspiration 
and confidence among youth, and encour-
ages them to keep going with their lives and 
get as far as they can -- and realize that 
other Canadian youth came before them, 
tried their best, and did what they could.ò 
 
The crash site is a place he feels has a spe-
cial meaning and that we need to interpret 
and protect it and make its meaning acces-
sible to others.
